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HE the Chevalier Ron Hendricks GCL]

Ronald Hendrikus Maria Hendriks GCLJ was born on 2 October 1944 in Amsterdam and
died on 1 September 2019 at the age of 74. Ron is survived by his two children and his
partner Herma.

Ron had a long and distinguished career in the health care industry. He retired at the
age of 60 as Chief Executive Officer of a Dutch health insurance company. After his
retirement, Ron was asked by the World Bank to advise governments of quite a few
lesser developed countries on the implementation of a national health care system. He
ably assisted many of these countries in developing needed health care for their citizens.
Ron served as chairman, member of the supervisory board and consultant of numerous
health care related organizations. He was vice president of the foundation for aid to the
young people in Rwanda. He spent years with the International Marching League with
walking marches in 23 countries and served as its Chairman of the Board.

In October 2004, Ron was knighted by the Queen of the Netherlands as an Officer in the
Order of Orange Nassau, an extremely significant achievement.

Ron was a member of the Order of Saint Lazarus since 1992 and rose through the ranks
to Knight Grand Cross 10 years later. He was appointed Bailiff of the Grand Bailiwick of
the Low Countries in April 2002. After a devastating problem was uncovered with the
former Malta Obedience in 2004, Ron played a leading role in rescuing and reorganizing
the Malta Obedience of the Order, starting from scratch, beginning with a bank balance
of zero. In April 2004, he was appointed as a member of the Grand Magistral Council
(GMC), and Ron played an instrumental role on the Joint Reunification Committee in
reunification of the Malta and Paris Obediences of the Order, which occurred in 2006.
Ron served in various positions on the GMC and was appointed as Grand Prior of the
Order in March 2on1. In March 2012, he became Grand Commander of the Order and
served in this position until May 2018. Ron was appointed to the Category of Justice by
the authority of former Grand Master Don Carlos in November 2013. Ron’s final position
with the Order was as Chairman of the International Grand Bailiwick.

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Direct Relief International—a new initiative for the Grand Priory of America

Recently, a new initiative has begun for the Order of Saint Lazarus in the Grand Priory of America.
We are working in partnership with another philanthropic organization. That organization is Direct
Relief International. Direct Reliefis a Santa Barbara based organization that gives away over a billion
dollars worth of medical supplies to disaster zones, and medical clinics around the world. They have
been doing so since 1948, and they assist all 50 American states and over 8o countries.

A year or so ago, Direct Relief was doing a leprosy pop-up clinic mission in India with a well-known
medical company. The partnership ended, but the enthusiasm for helping leprosy patients remained
with their team. At a directors’ meeting, the musing question came up: “If only we knew somebody
doing work in this area...” Luckily for us, Dean Axelrod, Associate Director of Partnerships, did know
somebody. Richard Payatt, International Quartermaster General, and recent Commander of the
West, happens to live in Santa Barbara. Over the last year a partnership has been forged to get
supplies to clinics in America and Mexico. With the brilliant assistance of Guillermo Salas-Vargas,
Commander of the Delegation of Mexico, our clinic in Morelia has just received its first two
shipments of free medical supplies. The first shipment has been valuated at $16,400 U.S. Dollars.
The second, and soon to arrive third shipment do not yet have valuations. And more will come over
the years.

Below you can see some of the first supplies being handed out to leprosy patients in Morelia.

Work continues to push along the paperwork to get supplies to clinics working under the Saint
Lazarus umbrella in the United States. The leprosy colony on Molokai, in Hawaii, is naturally at the
top of that list. Tamra Capstick-Dale has also recently raised an appeal for Richard to investigate if
Direct Relief can assist the Priory in Zimbabwe.

Direct Relief would be very happy to extend their partnerships to Saint Lazarus allied clinics around
the world. If the Order can provide proper documentation and licensing for doctors, pharmacies,
and clinics, Direct Relief will stand beside us and help those most in need. If this works, this
partnership has the chance to increase the effective reach of the work of the Order. Funding no
longer tied to medical supplies can be redirected to brick and mortar clinics and more medical staff.
We may not be able to defeat leprosy world-wide, but we can certainly take the fight to where it is
needed.

The Grand Chancery of the Order includes offices in Madrid and Washington, DC. Itisa
very complex and comprehensive operation, encompassing multi-faceted
communications and coordination with virtually all of the Order’s entities. This includes
each jurisdiction, the leadership, committees, the Spiritual Advisory Council (SAC), the
Governance Working Committee (GWC), the Grand Magistral Council (GMC), the Grand

The Grand Chancery prepares and issues Grand Magistral Decrees, Letters of
Appointment, brevets, diplomas and petitions for readmission of former members. It
coordinates drafting and updating the Order’s bylaws, policies and regulations for
review/approval by the Governance Working Committee and Grand Magistral Council.

The Grand Chancery works closely with the Grand Hospitaller and jurisdictions to obtain
jurisdictional Hospitaller reports and assist with finalizing the Order’s consolidated
Hospitaller annual report. It also coordinates and confirms the scheduling of dates for the Grand comlander

Assistance is also provided to the Order’s committees to support efforts such as
membership surveys, senior leadership and succession planning questionnaires and
research needed for legal issues.

to send/receive information with the jurisdictions.

The Grand Chancery office in Madrid works closely with the Grand Master to manage his
visits to jurisdictions. This includes timely preparation and mailing of documents,
researching insignia needs and placing orders, and following up with jurisdictions on
reports/photos for publication on the website.

The Madrid Grand Chancery also coordinates meetings, hotel and meeting room needs
for the Grand Magistral Council, Governance Working Committee and other committees.

These duties also included a major organizational effort for the 2017 Pilgrimage to The Grand chabhcell

Monreale, Sicily. In addition, it coordinates all administrative activities for the MHOSLJ
